MINUTES OF THE MARCH 2, 2017 AGENDA MEETING

RECOGNITION: LYFT PENNSBURY CHARACTER AWARD FOR PEACE-MAKING

nonviolently in the face of bullying, discourages others from bullying and/or is able to dialogue
about differences.
